“The Lord's Supper was usually part of a meal that the Christians shared
together, the so-called "love feast." In Corinth, instead of sharing their food
and drinks (like at a potluck supper), each family was bringing its own meal
and eating what they had brought by themselves. The result was that the rich
had plenty and even got "drunk," but the poor had little and were "hungry"
and embarrassed. This was hardly a picture of Christian love and unity.”

themselves. 3° That is why many among you are weak and sick, and a
number of you have fallen asleep. 3! But if we were more discerning with
regard to ourselves, we would not come under such judgment.
