Then  Jesus  came  to them and  said, “All  authority  in heaven  and  on 
earth  has  been  given  to me. 19 Therefore  go  and  make  disciples  of all 
nations, baptizing  them in the name  of the Father  and  of the Son  and  
of the Holy  Spirit, 20 and  teaching them to obey  everything  I have  
commanded  you . And  surely  I am with you always,  to the very  end  of 
the age .”

Many have  undertaken  to draw  up an account  of the things  that have  
been  fulfilled among  us, 2 just as  they  were  handed  down  to us  by 
those  who from the first were  eyewitnesses and  servants  of the 
word . 3 With this in mind,  since  I myself  have  carefully  investigated  
everything  from the beginning,  I too decided  to write an orderly  
account for you,  most  excellent Theophilus, 4 so  that you  may  know  
the certainty  of the things  you  have  been  taught .

In the beginning  was  the Word, and  the Word was  with God, and  the 
Word was  God .

5 The  
light  shines  in the darkness, and  the darkness  has  not overcome it.

14 The  Word became  flesh and  made  his  dwelling  among  us . We have  
seen  his  glory, the glory  of the one  and  only  Son,  who came  from the 
Father,  full of grace and  truth.

Mark 16:1-8 NIV

When  the Sabbath  was  over,  Mary Magdalene,  Mary the mother  of James,  and  
Salome  bought  spices so  that they  might  go  to anoint  Jesus’  body . 2 Very  early  on the 
first day  of the week,  just after sunrise,  they  were  on their way  to the tomb 3 and  they  
asked  each  other, “Who  will roll the stone  away  from the entrance  of the tomb?”  4 But 
when  they  looked  up, they  saw  that the stone,  which  was  very  large,  had  been  rolled  
away . 5 As  they  entered  the tomb, they  saw  a young  man dressed  in a white 
robe sitting  on the right  side,  and  they  were  alarmed . 

6 “Don’t  be  alarmed,”  he said . “You  are  looking  for Jesus  the Nazarene, who was  
crucified . He  has  risen! He  is not here . See  the place  where  they  laid  him. 7 But go,  tell 
his  disciples  and  Peter,  ‘He  is going  ahead  of you  into Galilee . There  you  will see  
him, just as  he told you .’” 

8 Trembling  and  bewildered,  the women  went out and  fled  from the tomb. They  said  
nothing  to anyone,  because  they  were  afraid .
